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Young Métis trailblazer named Manitoba’s 2026 Champion Chlld

Children’s Hospital Foundation of Manitoba has
announced eight-year-old Ireland Gault as Mani-
toba’s 2026 Champion Child — a role that will see
the young Métis ambassador represent the more
than 140,000 children who rely on HSC Children’s
Hospital each year.

The moment was especially meaningful for Ire-
land’s family and friends, who gathered to cheer
her on — a celebration made possible by a life-
changing surgery she received as an infant.

Born in March 2017 to Courtney and Will Gault,
Ireland appeared to be a healthy baby. But as part
of Manitoba’s universal newborn hearing screening
program, she did not pass her initial hearing test.
Further assessments revealed she had profound
hearing loss in both ears.

“There were so many unknowns, and we were
very scared for Ireland’s future,” said her mother,
Courtney.

At just 10 months old, Ireland became the young-
est person in Manitoba to undergo bilateral co-
chlear implant surgery. The procedure, performed
at HSC Children’s Hospital, allowed her access to
sound during a critical stage of brain development.

“You're letting go of your baby and trusting the
process,” said her father, Will. “We're grateful that
she was able to receive this miraculous surgery in
such a warm and welcoming environment.”

After a month of healing, Ireland’s implants —
which she proudly calls her “ears” — were activat-
ed. For the first time, she heard her parents’ voices.

“The Children’s Hospital gave our daughter life-

changing surgery and the ultimate gift of hearing,”
Courtney said. “We went around the house turning
on the water so she could hear it. We went outside
to listen to the birds.”

Today, Ireland is an energetic Grade 3 student
who loves gymnastics, singing and cheerleading.
She is also a devoted big sister to Taylor. While she
sometimes faces challenges hearing in busy envi-
ronments, her implants have enabled her to devel-
op speech and language skills alongside her peers.

Her early surgery has also helped change the stan-
dard of care in Manitoba. Since Ireland’s procedure
in 2018, doctors at HSC Children’s Hospital have

Argyle farmer Ian Smith saw a re-
cord payday when one of his Short-
horn bulls sold for nearly $7,700 at the
Winnipeg Livestock Yards on Feb. 27.

Smith, who has been involved in the
cattle industry for more than three
decades, said it is the highest price he
has ever received for one of his ani-
mals. He operates Armac Shorthorns,
a farm he purchased from his parents
in 1993.

The bull, officially registered as Mu-
ridale Gallagher, weighed in at 2,965
pounds the morning of the sale and
sold for $2.59 per pound — setting a
personal record for Smith and mark-
ing one of the highest prices for a
culled bull at the Winnipeg Livestock
Yards.

Smith said he wasn’t present when
the bull sold, something he now says
may have been for the best.

“I think I would have shed a tear or
two,” he said with a laugh.

He originally purchased the bull
seven years ago as a yearling for
$4,000 from a breeder in Swift Cur-
rent, Sask. Since then, the animal has
been an important part of Smith’s
herd, with semen collected for artifi-

cial insemination to improve genetics
across his cattle.

While Smith expected a strong re-
turn due to the current cattle market,
he said he was still surprised when he
saw the final cheque.

“The prices are extreme right now
with there being a beef shortage all
over the world,” he said. “Cattle is a
commodity and the prices are reflec-
tive of that.”

Smith doesn’t plan to hold onto his
earnings for long, already having his
eyes set on upgrading his equipment.

“Like most farmers, I spend the mon-
ey as quickly as I make it,” he said. “A
farmer never keeps his pockets full of
money because we’re always invest-
ing it to make our lives easier.”

Smith plans to maintain a closed
herd by relying on artificial insemina-
tion rather than purchasing new cat-
tle, a practice he says helps limit the
spread of disease.

However, he still has three bulls
lined up for upcoming sales. Two will
be sold at the Douglas Bull and Fe-
male Sale on March 28, with another
heading to the Lundar Bull Sale on
April 4. He hopes the current market
conditions will bring strong prices

there as well.

While Smith believes the market
could remain strong for the next cou-
ple of years, he knows the industry
can change quickly.

“All it takes is some major disease or
disaster and everything could plum-
met,” he said.

Despite the uncertainty, Smith said
he wouldn’t trade the farming life-
style for anything.

“I can say I've never worked a day
in my life because I enjoy what I do,”
he said. “Ilove how I feel about farm-
ing and I'm proud of this lifestyle I've
taken on — it’s in my blood.”

Canada’s lobster and crab industry
got a break earlier this month from
almost a year of Chinese tariffs of 25
per cent after Prime Minister Mark
Carney was able to strike a deal with
Chinese president Xi Jinping.

China lifted its tariff on the two
ocean species — the largest Cana-
dian exports by value to China — on
March 1 in exchange for limited ac-
cess to Canada’s electric vehicle mar-
ket. The deal appeared to leave other
sea species in tariff limbo.

It also seemingly failed to consider
Canada’s freshwater fisheries, which
produce thousands of tonnes of wild-
caught fish each year. That generates
about $135 million in annual sales,
according to federal fisheries and
oceans’ 2023 data.

Lake Winnipeg commercial fisher
and analyst Bill Buckels said Cana-
da’s wild-caught inland fisheries are
being ignored by the federal govern-
ment as global trade relationships
fragment and tariffs are increasingly
used to protect domestic production.

Both the federal and provincial gov-
ernments should be doing all they can
to “explore new markets” for Can-
ada’s forgotten wild-caught inland
fisheries, he said.

“It seems that Global Affairs Canada
doesn’t care about inland fishers. Ev-
erything’s about lobster and crab and
the east coast and the west coast,”
said Buckels. “Even here in Manitoba,
it seems it’s all about pork and canola

producers. It’s never about other food
producers like commercial fishers.”

He calls Lake Winnipeg the “hub” of
the inland fishery in Western Canada.
The lake is the largest wild-caught
freshwater fishery in the West, rough-
ly equal to Lake Erie’s wild-caught
fishery, with American production
excluded.

With the uncertainty surrounding
CUSMA negotiations this year, Buck-
els said Canadian political leaders and
trade representatives need to explore
new markets for “all” Canadian fish.
The wild-caught freshwater industry
is heavily reliant on sales to America.

“ American tariffs have so far not had
an impact on us because there is cur-
rently no tariff on the fish we export
to the United States. But that could
change,” said Buckels. “And we've
lost other markets; our freshwater fish
exports are still banned from the Rus-
sian market.”

Russia imposed an embargo on Ca-
nadian fish and seafood products in

2014 after Russia annexed Crimea in
southern Ukraine. Canada had placed
economic sanctions on Russia in re-
sponse to its invasion.

Buckels said the federal govern-
ment’s Freshwater Fish Marketing
Corporation knew at that time it
“should have found a market for all
fish, but it, in fact, failed to find a mar-
ket for all fish.”

FFMC used to be the sole purchaser
of Manitoba wild-caught fish before
the provincial Conservative govern-
ment abolished the monopoly in 2017
and created an open market.

In 2024 and 2025, FFMC saw losses
of $7.2 million and $7.6 million re-
spectively, according to the corpora-

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Flashback... Jan. 1, 2000 - the Y2K scare

As the year 2000 approached, global attention was
drawn to the so-called Millennium Bug, commonly re-
ferred to as Y2K. The issue was anticipated to have sig-
nificant consequences for technologically advanced na-
tions, with predictions that core infrastructure might
fail — including malfunctions in aircraft and automotive
chips, the loss of bank account data and disruptions to
everyday household appliances.

The term “Y2K” described anticipated computer errors
related to the formatting and storage of calendar data for
dates from the year 2000 onward. Many programs repre-
sented four-digit years using only the last two digits (e.g.,
1985 as 85), making it difficult to distinguish between the
year 2000 and 1900. As a result, there was concern that
computer systems’ inability to process dates accurately
could jeopardize computer-dependent infrastructure
worldwide.

Throughout 1999, media outlets consistently reported
on updates, precautionary strategies and potential disas-
ter scenarios. Literature such as Y2K for Dummies aimed
to assist the public in navigating these uncertainties, and
there were even reports of survival courses and under-
ground shelters being organized.

The Canadian government took considerable measures.
Prime Minister Jean Chrétien instructed key cabinet min-
isters to remain in Ottawa, assembling at 24 Sussex Drive
to monitor the situation as midnight approached. Ad-
ditionally, 13,000 Canadian troops were placed on alert.
Locally, the RCMP advised citizens to prepare for pos-
sible emergencies, assuring them of continuous policing
services.

The RM proactively filled reservoirs at Stephenfield
and staffed facilities, including readying generators in
case of electrical failure. The Community Hall was desig-
nated the Emergency Operations Centre, equipped with
a portable generator since permanent backup power had
yet to be installed. A detailed advertisement in the Val-
ley Leader outlined comprehensive preventive steps and
procedures for utilities, health care, law enforcement and
emergency supplies.

Ultimately, the predicted crises associated with Y2K
did not materialize on a global scale. Manitoba Hydro
reportedly expended $16,000 in preparations but, like lo-
cal governments, expressed relief at the absence of sig-
nificant issues.

“Our primary concern was the new water treatment
plant, which operated without incident,” stated RM

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CAO Lind Baleja. “We remained cautious and implemented
robust contingency plans.”

Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada
recently announced that they will be
closing multiple research stations and
reducing staff levels across the coun-
try, and canola growers are express-
ing concern about the impacts.

Delaney Ross Burtnack, execu-
tive director of the Manitoba Canola
Growers Association, said that each
research station has its own series
of research priorities. As far as they
know at this point, the only research
station closing in Manitoba is in Por-
tage la Prairie.

“The collective group of locations
also worked together as a geographi-
cally diverse network to ensure agri-
cultural testing happens in a range of
locations and conditions,” she said.

“In Portage, work like early-matu-
rity soybean testing, winter wheat
variety adaptation for Manitoba con-
ditions, and operating as a central lo-
cation for extension and reporting of
that work were important functions.”

She outlined some of the possible
impacts of these closures.

“Stakeholders across agriculture
have met repeatedly since this an-
nouncement to try and assess the
depth of the impact,” she said.

“Without clarity on how the ongoing
research work at affected locations
and by affected staff will managed
going forward, we can only speculate
on the most obvious impacts. These
latest cuts compound with ongoing
erosion of funding in recent decades
to further weaken prairie-wide re-
search capacity.”

This situation risks the integrity of
the research network and leaves geo-
graphical gaps, she added.

“We are not clear how they will be
addressed. Public funding contin-
ues to shrink, putting more pressure
on farm groups like ours to seek out
funding for the research work farm-
ers need,” Ross Burtnack said.

“That work may not be replaced by
the private sector or would benefit
from long-term continuity and third-
party unbiased oversight. In the cur-
rent trade environment where Cana-
da is seeking to grow and secure its
agricultural sector, this is a step in the
wrong direction.”

The role of research is essential in
the industry.

“Publicly funded research is the
foundation of innovation in agricul-
ture,” she said.

“It encompasses so much of the
work that happens before a product,
crop variety or production technique
is commercialized, and much of the
work that doesn’t have commercial
potential because it’s too small a mar-
ket or too regional to be of interest to
the private sector, for example.”

Across Manitoba, there are about
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Across Manitoba, there are about 6,000 canola farms, including this one in the

Teulon area.
6,000 canola farms, including 327 in
the Interlake region.

“Farmers recognize the value of ef-
ficient operations. However, there is
real and shared concern across the
sector that this decision will cause
significant gaps and damage to the
agricultural research sector at a time
when research and innovation has
never been more important,” she said.

“Manitoba Canola Growers Associa-
tion is working closely with our coun-
terparts across Canada to get clear on
the Agriculture and Agri-Food Can-
ada decision and next steps in order
to support and protect the research
needs of farmers and the industry as
a whole.”

“As a Manitoba farmer, I'm con-
cerned about what these Agriculture
and Agri-Food Canada decision staff
cuts mean for the future of canola re-
search,” Ellis said.

“Public independent research deliv-
ers real value for farmers, and Agri-
culture and Agri-Food Canada deci-
sion researchers and support staff
have done tremendous work for our
industry over many years. Losing this
capacity puts long-term innovation
and crop development at risk.”

child’s first birthday. Previously, children typi-
cally received implants around 18 months of
age.

“Our current treatment timeline for children
identified with deafness at birth is to have them
all implanted well before their first birthday,”
said Dr. Darren Leitao, a pediatric otolaryngol-
ogist. “Starting with Ireland, we give children
almost double the head start of listening and
language at very critical times in brain develop-
ment.”

As Manitoba’s Champion Child, Ireland will
serve as an ambassador through the Champion
program affiliated with Canada’s Children’s
Hospital Foundations and Children’s Miracle
Network. She and her family will attend events

throughout the year to raise funds and aware-
ness for Manitoba’s only children’s hospital and
child health research initiatives.

“We are so excited to welcome Ireland to repre-
sent the 140,000 kids who need HSC Children’s
Hospital each year,” said Stefano Grande, presi-
dent and CEO of the Children’s Hospital Foun-
dation of Manitoba. “Ireland and her family are
already making an impact, sharing their story to
raise funds and awareness.”

Ireland’s family has marked her annual
“hearing anniversary” by hosting fundraisers
through Will’s business, Willy Dogs, in support
of the foundation.

tion’s 2025 annual report. It put those
losses down to open-market competi-
tion rather than to the start of the new
tariff regime.

How possible new tariffs could af-
fect the future revenue of FFMC, oth-
er Manitoba fish buyers and the com-
mercial fishers themselves is yet to
be seen. For now, Buckels said Mani-
toba’s fishery is primarily affected by
market access. China is effectively
closed to Manitoba fish.

“Manitoba’s commercial fishery is
under pressure because we have a
limited market. Id like to know what
the federal government has to say
about that. For all fish, I want to see
access to as many markets as possi-
ble,” said Buckels. “And I want to see
support for those markets — especial-
ly by our provincial government since
commercial fishing is very important
to our Indigenous communities.”

He added he’s not aware of any
trade advocacy efforts the provincial
fisheries department has carried out
on behalf of the Manitoba commercial
fishery.

“The province hasn’t demonstrated
any interest in advancing the interests
of the Manitoba commercial fishery.
This demonstrates the province’s at-

titude towards the inland commercial
fishery, how unimportant they think
itis,” he said. “We have a viable com-
mercial fishery here. We're a food
business the same as any farmer. The
provincial government needs to ad-
vocate for new freshwater fish mar-
kets in Europe and our continuing
access to the American market. And
we need to have a provincial trade
delegation to China.”

The Express asked the Manitoba
department of fisheries what sort of
advocacy efforts it has made with re-
gard to the tariff regime. It didn’t pro-
vide an answer.

The Fisheries Council of Canada
(FCC) says it is the “united voice
for Canada’s wild-capture fisheries
industry,” and with regard to the 25
per cent tariff China implemented in
March 2025, the FCC had warned of
a “catastrophic” impact on and “ex-
istential threat” to fishing operations
across the country.

In January of this year, the council
welcomed the lifting of the Chinese
tariff on crab and lobster but asked
the federal government for “further
clarity” on other seafood species.
FCC made no mention of wild-caught
(wild-capture) freshwater species.

Overnight spike hits Manitoba

Gas prices jumped sharply overnight at service stations, rising from 141.9 cents
per litre on March 5 to 149.9 cents per litre in less than 24 hours. The increase
reflects a broader spike seen across the province and Canada in recent days,
largely driven by rising global oil prices amid escalating conflict in the Middle East
and concerns about potential disruptions to international oil supply.
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Lake Winnipeg, Lake Manitoba,
Lake Erie, Lake Ontario and Great
Slave Lake, to mention a few, are con-
sidered wild-caught fisheries.

The Express reached out to the fish-
eries council, asking where the coun-
cil sees other market opportunities
for Canadian freshwater fish and sea-
food, and what it expects with regard
to fish when CUSMA negotiations get
underway, among other questions. It
didn’t respond.

Global Affairs Canada didn’t re-
spond to questions about the lifting
of the Chinese tariffs on only lobster
and crab and the impact on the com-
mercial fishing industry since the tar-
iffs were applied in 2025.

The federal department of fisheries
and oceans said the Freshwater Fish
Marketing Corporation does not have
sales in China; therefore, its sales rev-
enues have not been affected by Chi-
nese tariffs.

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Just Hang Up campaign aims to protect older adults from scammers

When in doubt, just hang up.

This simple yet succinct message aims to protect
older adults from phone scams. It's part of an an-
ti-fraud campaign through the provincial govern-
ment and Winnipeg Police Service.

Grandparent scams and emergency scams involve
fraudsters calling an older adult and impersonat-
ing a grandchild or family member in distress,
sometimes using artificial intelligence, based on
information obtained from social media, public in-
formation or data breaches. According to the Cana-
dian Anti-Fraud Centre, Manitobans aged 60 and
up reported losing almost $350,000 to these types
of scams in 2024.

The Just Hang Up campaign aims to stop scams
the moment they begin by encouraging people to
just hang up when in doubt about a phone call.
The campaign uses a multi-channel approach to
reach older adults and their families in an effort to
strengthen fraud literacy through clear community
messaging that builds confidence to pause, hang
up, verify information with family and report in-
cidents.

Deborah Hildebrandt, executive director of South
Interlake 55 Plus, said this campaign is a great con-
cept to promote while protecting older adults from
these crimes.

“As an organization who serves older adults, we
are always looking at various ways to educate com-
munity around frauds and scams from these hei-
nous crimes,” she said.

“In September, we hosted a Frauds and Scams
presentation with the RCMP, which was extremely
informative and included sharing ideas on how to
protect themselves from fraudsters.”

South Interlake 55 Plus, together with CIBC, will
host another Frauds and Scams education session
on May 14 at 7 p.m. All community members are
welcome, and Hildebrandt hopes family members
of older adults can also learn about these scams.

“Public awareness is critical to informing older
adults about scams; therefore, we utilize social me-
dia platforms such as Facebook to share tips around
protection from scammers,” she said.

“Now the Just Hang Up campaign solidifies an-
other method older adults can use if they are in
caught in the midst of being scammed.”

Even right here in the Interlake, fraudsters are tar-
geting older adults.

“I have heard of folks in our area being scammed
and it has been alarming to hear. The scammers are
taking advantage of those vulnerable individuals
while in an emotional state,” Hildebrandt said.

“Therefore, education is key to eliminating this
from occurring, and we will continue with provid-

ing education sessions in the future. If anyone in
community would like to know more about frauds
and scams, they can connect with us directly and
we can provide them with the resources needed to
protect themselves.”

Joie Van Dongen, chair of Age Friendly Stonewall /
Rockwood, said she has also heard of older adults
being targeted by scammers in local communities.

“It has been a cautionary tale for others,” she said.

The new campaign’s name “Just Hang Up” is very
clear, she added.

“Seniors need to understand that it may seem
rude and upsetting, but whomever is calling will
call back if the call is important. This gives one time
to calm down and phone family or a friend for ad-
vice,” Van Dongen said.

“At times, one may be expecting a phone call from
an unrecognized number and you must answer
the call. It is a good idea to keep your contacts up
to date so you can see the name of who is calling.
Also, having a code name with family is an excel-
lent plan.”

A recent TV ad about a grandchild-in-trouble
scam is well done, she added.

“It is very easy to panic when confronted by
someone pretending to be a grandchild, that your
computer has been hacked or you owe money,” she
said.

“Always ask for a phone number to call back and
then hang up.”

Through the Just Hang Up campaign, provincial
funding will support online resources, promotional
materials and advertising to educate older adults,
while also empowering victims by challenging the
stigma of being scammed. The campaign encour-
ages reporting to prevent further victimization, and
it includes an online resource hub at justhangup.ca.

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The funding has also enabled the Winnipeg Police
Service to develop a presentation that will continue
reaching older adults well beyond the campaign’s
completion. The WPS Community Relations Divi-
sion, in partnership with A & O: Support Services
for Older Adults, will deliver in-person presenta-
tions to provide older adults with practical tools
and awareness to help prevent victimization. Over
the next six months, the campaign aims to engage
with more than 700 people during these sessions.
Information on how to book WPS and A & O group
presentations can be found at justhangup.ca/.

Amanda Macrae, CEO of A & O Support Services
for Older Adults, said the organization is proud to
partner with Winnipeg Police Service to deliver the
Just Hang Up campaign.

“The agency remains committed to empowering
older people with the knowledge and tools they
need to stay safe and age well in their communi-
ties. As increasingly complex frauds and scams
continue to target older adults, the need for greater
public awareness, education and prevention initia-
tives has never been more critical,” she said.

“The Just Hang Up campaign serves as an impor-
tant tool in helping prevent older individuals from
becoming victims of crime.”

The Manitoba government provided $134,000 in
funding for the campaign from the Criminal Prop-
erty Forfeiture Fund (CPF). In 2025-26, the province
has allocated more than $643,000 in CPF funding to
the Winnipeg Police Service for several projects, in-
cluding the Just Hang Up campaign. CPF redirects
proceeds from the sale of seized criminal property
toward law enforcement and community safety ini-
tiatives.

The Gimli Ice Festival honoured out-
standing members of the community
for their dedication to community
service and for showing the world
that anything is possible if you set
mind to it.

This year, the festival paid tribute to
Bruce Benson, Alec Baldwin and the
late Everett Lloyd.

Festival co-chairs Peter and Susan
Holfeuer hold a recognition evening
each year before festival launch day
to pay tribute to community volun-
teers who help set up and run the
festival, as well as to those who've
provided outstanding service to their
community.

Gimli resident Sherry Benson-Podol-
chuk, spoke about her brother Bruce
and her nephew Alec’s dedication to
their community, achievements and
service to the social weal.

“I found the evening inspiring, rec-
ognizing people who do little things,
not grand gestures, and yet their im-
pact reaches beyond society expec-

Bruce Benson, a Gimli resident and
commercial fisher who created The
Flag of Humanity a couple of decades
ago, was recognized for his “glob-
al movement” to unite humanity
through the flag, sending out “seeds
of hope for the future,” and for prac-
tising environmental stewardship.

“Bruce reminds us that making the
world a better place doesn’t always
begin with grand gestures — some-
times, it starts with something as
simple, and as profound, as picking
up garbage,” said Benson-Podolchuk.
“For over 20 years, Bruce has dedi-

cated his life to cleaning our planet,
beginning right here in Gimli, where
he would walk the beaches collect-
ing garbage — and inspiring others,
including his own children, to join
him.”

Benson has travelled all over the
world, including to China, India,
Guatemala, Thailand and Laos, vol-
untarily picking up garbage wher-
ever he went and encouraging people
to embrace the commonality of being
human. He helped establish a charity,
The Flag of Humanity Foundation, to
disburse funding to financially disad-
vantaged schools across the globe and
promote environmental stewardship.

“Bruce’s vision was simple yet pro-
found: to remind us that we are more
alike than different, and that kindness
and understanding can transcend
borders, religions, and politics,” said
Benson-Podolchuk.

Alec Baldwin, who has autism, is
well known in Gimli for his artistic
talent, especially when it comes to
dogs, his athletic performances and
multiple medal wins at Special Olym-
pics competitions, and his stunningly
powerful vocal work at festivals and
Winnipeg Jets” hockey games.

derscored by his commitment to
keeping the environment clean by
picking up garbage, lending his artis-
tic talents to painting murals on the
Gimli seawall and hosting the town’s
annual dog party.

Benson-Podolchuk said Alec em-
braced his abilities, proving the world
wrong about people with autism.

“From being told he might never
speak or learn, Alec has gone on
to graduate from high school and
achieve extraordinary success in so
many areas,” she said.

We can get out of our own
comfort zone, not allowing others to
puta ceiling on our ability or dreams.”

“His gentle personality, sense of
humour and quiet kindness have
helped him face bullying and unfair
judgments with grace. Alec never
complains — instead, he chooses to
give back,” she said.

Dear Money Lady,

I want to change advisors for the
New Year because I think I am pay-
ing too much. What should I be pay-
ing for a portfolio of about $500K.
Thanks, John.

Many Canadians worry about the
fees they pay their advisors and
wonder if they're paying too much
regardless of the amount they have
saved. Having been an Investment
Banker for over 30 years, I can tell
you, you do get what you pay for.
However, fees, inflation, and future
market volatility always eat away at
your retirement capital, decreasing
your purchasing power, and eventu-
ally forcing you to lower your life-
style as you age. Remember, the key
is to maintain a well-diversified port-
folio which includes bonds, cash, and
high-quality stocks. When you're
looking for an investment “partner,”
try to pick an advisor who really has
your best interests at heart and can
help you financially plan your fu-
ture. Ask them what their goals are
for your portfolio and how they plan
to achieve them. Understand how
they’re paid and question the com-
missions they receive on your invest-
ments. So, let’s talk about that, what
should you pay? There are 2 basic
fee structures that most advisors ad-
here to — transactional or fee-based.

Transactional fees are charged with
every investment transaction. This
is often the case when you buy fixed
income investments such as bonds.
A fee is charged when you purchase
the bond and then again when you
sell it. There are not many advisors
that still offer transactional fee struc-
tures when buying securities. They
seem to have left the industry with
the vintage old-school stockbrokers
who had to do multiple trades every
month to make any money. A meth-
od we used to call “pump & dump”
back in the day. Now we have invest-
ment advisors that want to put you
in fee-based plans, designed to of-
fer more protection for clients along
with a consistent revenue stream for
the advisor and brokerage firm.

At the retail level, many financial
planners are paid a base salary with
a commission matrix based on how
they grow their book of business and
bring on new clients. Typically, fees

are preset and based on the mu-

tual fund you choose ranging from
1% to 2.95%. Investment advisors
are usually on straight commission,
making them much more motivated
to ensure you make a profit of which
they in turn are compensated on.
Fee-based services range from .75%
all the way up to 3%. Some advisors
act as personal bankers for ultra-rich
clients, doing everything for them,
hence they may be able to justify the
higher fee structure. But for most of
us, we don’t need someone to pay
our bills and handle our budgets,
so if you are paying more than 1.5%
for a fee-based portfolio, you may be
paying too much. If you have differ-
ent SMA products, (Separately Man-
aged Accounts) your advisor may in-
crease their fee up to a max of 1.75%.

Really John, the bottom line is, fees
are all over the map and vary from
one advisor to another. The cost you
pay for professional financial advice
should be based on your own per-
sonal comfort zone. Is your advisor
a valued partner that you are willing
to pay for, and most importantly are
you satisfied with their services? It's
always a good idea to periodically
check out the competition, talk to
your friends and see what they pay.
Remember, as you age and move in-
vestments into secure fixed income
products with lower risk and smaller
gains, your number one problem will
be fees and expenses.

She said the idea is to try to bring more foot
traffic to the quarry and provide locals and visi-
tors alike with conveniences.

“This year, we're operating the initiative as a
pilot project to gauge business interest and to
see if there’s anybody out there who would like
to set up a small vendor-type business at the
quarry,” said Bauch. “Although this year is only
a pilot project, that may change depending on
how it progresses.”

Potential businesses can entail food and bev-
erage (non-alcoholic), retail and artisan shops,
outdoor recreational services and wellness and
leisure services.

The Steep Rock Quarry is located east of Steep
Rock Beach on Lake Manitoba. The former lime-
stone quarry operated from 1913 to 1992. Its tur-
quoise-coloured water is created from sunlight
hitting green and blue mineral particles in the
calcium carbonate, of which limestone is pri-
marily composed.

Bauch said people come to the quarry to sun-
bathe, swim, drift around on pool floats and kay-
ak to explore different areas of the large quarry.
The quarry is not spring-fed or connected to
Lake Manitoba; its water comes from snowmelt
and rain, and levels can vary from year to year.

To enhance the quarry experience, the RM
will be installing a floating dock with a slide at-
tached to it, she said.

People who want a bird’s-eye view of the quar-
ry can hit the hiking trails surrounding it, she
added. The Steep Rock Cottage Owners Asso-
ciation had created the trails.

There are four prime business locations
(named Lot 1, 2, 3, 4) up for grabs at the quarry,
and there are no lease fees. Each site measures
20 feet by 20 feet. The operating season will run
from June 1 to Sept. 30, and businesses can set
their own hours of operation to meet the needs
of peak visitor hours.

Successful business proponents won’t be able
establish a permanent structure at the quarry as
this year is only a pilot project.

Businesses must be self-sustainable as no wa-
ter or electricity is provided and owners must
have liability insurance. Waste pick-up, portable
washrooms and wash stations will be provided
by the municipality.

“We just thought that maybe this is a good
time to see what the next step could be because
the quarry really is a unique place,” said Bauch.
“Everyone goes to the Steep Rock wharf, they
go down to the water (lake) and that's where

they typically swim. But there’s also this cool quarry just
off the lake with these cool features.”

Businesses must submit their proposal to the RM of
Grahamdale administration office in person or by email
by Tuesday, April 7 by noon. Proposals must be marked
“Steep Rock Quarry RFP.”

Council will review the proposals at its regular meeting
on April 9, and send out notices to the successful appli-
cants from April 10 to 15.

On-ice action saw Team Shane
Bauch, Team Stewart Floyd and Team
Wes Jonasson win the three respective
events.

Johnson helped kick off the event by
throwing the opening stone.

“For eight decades, the Arborg Curl-
ing Club has been far more than a
sheet of ice. It has been a gathering
place where friendships are built, sto-
ries are shared and community spirit
grows stronger with every season.
That kind of legacy does not happen
by accident. It is the result of commit-
ted volunteers, passionate players,
loyal sponsors and generations who

believed in keeping this tradition
alive,” said Johnson in a social media
post.

Johnson honoured the club with a
plaque congratulating it on its 80th
anniversary.

“I'm glad the club is doing well,”
said club president Wes Jonasson. “I
would hate to see it close like some of
the other clubs in Manitoba, but we’re
hanging in there. We seem to keep
getting good membership numbers
right now, and it would be nice to see
100 years.”

Arborg has continuously produced
successful curlers throughout the
club’s existence.

Founded in 1946, the Arborg Curl-
ing Club has become home to both
long-time curlers and those just learn-
ing the sport.

Jonasson is excited to see what the
future holds for the next generation of
local curlers.

“Arborg’s always produced a lot of
good curlers over the years, and the
younger generation seems to want to
follow in those footsteps,” said Jona-
sson. “We’ve been fortunate that it’s

Gimli’s Colton Lott captures first Brier title with Team Dunstone

Gimli’s Colton Lott is a Canadian
men’s curling champion.

Lott, playing third for skip Matt
Dunstone, helped Manitoba claim the
2026 Montana’s Brier title with a 6-3
victory over Alberta’s Kevin Koe in
Sunday’s final in St. John's, N.L.

The Winnipeg-based rink, Dun-
stone, Lott, second E. J. Harnden and
lead Ryan Harnden — capped a dom-
inant week with the championship
after finishing pool play with a 7-1
record, their only loss coming against
Koe.

For Dunstone, the victory marked a
breakthrough after several near miss-
es at the Canadian championship.
The 30-year-old skip had reached the
final twice before, finishing runner-
up in 2025 and 2023, and placing third
in both 2021 and 2020.

“The heartbreak that this group
has had over the last three years, the
amount that I've learned from that, I
played free and loose all week.”

Team Dunstone earned its spot in
the final after defeating reigning
Olympic champion Brad Jacobs 7-3
in the semifinal earlier Sunday. The
result put Dunstone’s team back on
track after a 9-7 loss to Team Koe in
Saturday night’s Page 1-2 game, set-
ting up a final rematch.
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Colton Lott with Dale Lott and Florence
Lott.

The final remained tight through the
early ends, with three blanks in the
first six and Koe holding a narrow 2-1
lead heading into the seventh.

That’s when the game turned.

After Koe missed a runback attempt,
Dunstone saw an opportunity and
called for an aggressive approach.

“It’s time to dance,” Dunstone said
after the miss.

His first shot was a tap-and-roll to
sit three, and Koe’s attempted freeze
came up light. Dunstone followed
with a delicate tap that nudged Koe’s
stone far enough to score three — the
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Team Manitoba — skip Matt Dunstone, third Colton Lott of Gimli, second E.J.

Harnden and lead Ryan Harnden — pose with the Brier Tankard following their

first time Alberta had given up more
than two points in an end all week —
for a 4-2 Manitoba lead.

Koe responded with a single point
in the eighth after a hit-and-roll to the
button, narrowing the score to 4-3.

In the 10th end, Dunstone sealed the
victory with a double takeout to run
Team Koe out of stones. As the stone
slid down the ice, the skip dropped to
his knees in celebration.

The championship also carries add-
ed significance for the team, as E.J.
Harnden plans to retire at the end of
the season.

“We would have loved to have been
the Olympic team, but this was next
on our list,” Dunstone said. “Given
that this group isn’t going to be to-
gether next year with EJ. retiring,
this group owed it to ourselves to put
our best foot forward and get a Brier
championship.”

With the victory, team Dunstone will
represent Canada at the LGT World
Men’s Curling Championship March
27 to April 4in Ogden, Utah. The team
will also return to next year’s Brier in
Saskatoon as defending champions.

Team East Region finished with 39
total medals at the 2026 Manitoba
Winter Games last week in Thomp-
son.

One of them came on the ice cour-
tesy of the U13 boys hockey team,
whose thrilling three days of games
resulted in a silver medal.

After going undefeated through the
round robin, quarterfinals and semi-
finals, Team East took on Team West
#1 on Wednesday for the gold medal.

Team West went on to take it 2-1 at
C.A. Nesbitt Arena thanks to a game-
winning goal at 8:55 of the third pe-
riod, handing Team East its only loss
of the tournament.

“Winning a silver medal is a signifi-
cant achievement that often comes
with mixed emotions,” said East
boys head coach Jason Woznesensky.
“Typically it follows a loss in the fi-
nal game, so kids can be pretty hard
on themselves, but us coaches were
trying to relay to them how they left
their hearts out there, they left it all on
the ice, and couldn’t have been more
proud of them.”

Team East succeeded particularly in
the defensive zone, allowing just six
goals over five tournament games.

In Monday’s round robin, they al-
lowed zero goals in a pair of 3-0 wins
over Team North and Team South #2
before beating the same two clubs
with 5-2 and 6-2 performances in
Tuesday’s quarterfinals and semifi-
nals.

By Wednesday’s gold-medal game,
Team East had completed the gruel-

ling task of playing five times in three
days. They finished with 18 goals for
and six against through the tourna-
ment.

“The biggest thing with our team
and even from what we heard from
other coaches and teams was they
played as a team,” said Woznesen-
sky. “The whole team effort was there
from off the ice and the way the boys
gelled definitely translated onto the
ice. It was pretty clear they were play-
ing for one another, and that constant
support, staying positive and encour-
aging one another was pretty awe-
some to see from a coaching perspec-
tive.”

Woznesensky, Russ Reich and Lee
Rivard made up the trio of Interlake-
based Team East staff members. They
picked the team back in December,
which ended up having 16 players
— three from the UI3AA Interlake
Lightning and the rest from UI3AA
Winnipeg Thrashers clubs.

For the players, it was their first and
only Manitoba Winter Games experi-
ence due to the event being held only
once every four years.

“The laughs, the fun times, the new
friendships that they made with one
another, just again how close they
were off the ice and on the ice —
definitely something as coaches we
couldn’t have asked for in a better
group of kids and hockey players,”
said Woznesensky. “I'm pretty sure
this will help create a fun, memorable
environment that they’ll remember
and cherish forever.”

All five are eligible to return next

season, along with much of the roster.

“It's awesome, and it’s a good group
of guys too,” said Riddell. “Not only
having that talented core to work to-
ward on-ice success, but that core is
such a good group of character guys
that they’ll help us as we bring grad-
uating high school players into the
team as well. I'm really excited — the
future’s very bright.”
